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With all the police shootings in the State of
Washington lately, | hear a lot about rehabili-
tation of criminals. Prisons and jails are not
meant to rehabilitate but to punish people for
crimes committed. The kind of work that | do
in the Whatcom County Jail is the rehabilita-
tion that has results that last. | have been do-
ing jail ministry since 1993 and | know that
true change happens when a prisoner has an
encounter with Jesus Christ. Over the years,
with God’s help, | have led many hundreds of
people to the feet of Jesus. There are thou-

sands more who have dismissed the notion or
outright rejected Him. Change comes when
the person experiences a deep sorrow for their
sin and a takes a new direction as the Holy
Spirit renews the mind. What a privilege for
me to be God’s instrument in this process.

In early Nov. 2009, two friends of mine
paid my way to visit Alfonso Palacios in San
Felipe, Mexico. Alfonso was a recipient of
God’'s great love back in 2001 in the Skagit
County Jail. After being in jail or prison for
more than 10 of his 30 years, Alfonso surren-
dered his life to Jesus Christ. Alfonso wasn't

just satisfied to accept Him but he also wanted
to be active in Christian ministry. Alfonso

was the man who | tried to get a Presidential

Pardon for in 2005, without success. He is
now a missionary that our Spanish speaking
church supports. | had a marvelous time with

Brother Alfonso spending 12 hours a day with
him during the week | was in Mexico. | asked

him to write a letter (see other side) to share
with you his life.

Angelina can’t get her driver's license
because she can neither read nor write. She
suffers headaches from not taking
her medicines for diabetes. She
doesn’t take her medicine because
she has no money. She lost her
Washington Basic Health Plan
when she did not respond to a letter
that came to her house while she
was staying in the hospital with her
husband while he was recuperating
from brain surgery to remove can-
cer. She is a mother of 6 kids, most
of whom are teenagers. Her two
daughters are deaf and communi-
cate only via American Sign Lan-
guage. She has been threatened
with death several times by one of
her husband’s children from a pre-
vious marriage. Her husband has
been receiving radiation treatment
in Bellingham and chemotherapy. She needs
to be present with her husband because he can
not remember anything and could get com-
pletely lost just going to the bathroom. He is
dying. She is his memory. She might not be
able to read but she makes sure he takes his
medicines and keeps his appointments. |
spend hours of my time every week working
with this family. | attend school conferences,
go to doctor appointments, make telephone
calls, read mail, fill out forms and help disci-
pline the children.
