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�“We left early Wednesday on our African flight 
 We flew all day and the following night 
I tried to stretch out and relax 
 But I was too confined between the seat backs 
The flight was good but very long 
 And every posit ion I tried was wrong 
Cape Town is a gem on the African coast 
 It 's the place that attracts the most 
Robben Island is a notorious place 
 Where men suffered and died because of their race 

 
The Cape of Good Hope was as far as we went 
 That being the end of the continent 
The coast highway offered fabulous views 
 It 's a trip that everyone should choose 
Then we continued to explore the land 
 After we exchanged our dollars for Rand 
Nothing prepared me for what we saw 
 It was equivalent to shock and awe 
Millions of people living in shacks 
 Due to a government suppressing the blacks 
Relief has come at long last 
 As apartheid is now a thing of the past 
We toured the crowded streets of Soweto 
 But Khayelitsha was the ult imate ghetto 

 
We enjoyed our visit at Evaton Noord 
 A visit there is it 's own reward 
Their worship is so active and live 
 That we all joined in their dance and jive 
We took excit ing safaris at the game park 
 Observing the descendants of Noah’s ark 
The park is an open free roaming zoo 
 But with not a trace of a kangaroo 
The giraffe and elephant and the wild cat 
 All wondered what we were looking at 
At night we heard the ominous growl 
 Of a hungry lion that was on the prowl 
Then the start ling loud snore 
 Of a nervous hippo close to our door 
That made for a rather sleepless night  
 Due to the noise as well as some fright 
With all that we saw and the people we met 
 It  was a trip we'll never forget!!!” 
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We were still in South Dakota when the first tire 
blew.  We replaced this with a new one.  After the 
second tire gave out, we bought, on advice, a recap (a 
new word and item added to my vocabulary).  The 
driving went reasonably well until we entered Omaha, 
Nebraska.  I never saw so many cars.  Besides that the 
city streets were under repair which created an addi-
tional hazard.  It amazed me how small our trailer 
was as living space, but how enormous it became 
pulling it behind the car!  Also, I had to be very care-
ful when parking so there would be no need to back it 
up.  I never even tried!  Somehow we worked our 
way through Omaha, and, driving along, a car passed 
us honking his horn and pointing backwards.  On 
stopping, I saw a long streak of “recap” on the high-
way.  The next tire dealer advised us to drive at night, 
which I then did for several hours.  He said the roads 
were too hot.  In the late afternoon of the next day, we 
parked in a small town where I noticed a movie thea-
ter, and since movies were for the “worldliest” among 
our people in those days, this was the time to depart 
from clean living.  The movie was “The Red Shoes.”  
It was wonderful, relaxing, and entertaining – just 
what we most needed! 
 Writing this, my memories go back to the 
teenage years when I played “cat and mouse” with my 
mother about movies.  My parents were true children 
of God, but, in the application of their faith, prag-
matic and rather liberal, especially my mother.  My 
mother knew I “went to the movies” in the neighbor-
ing town.  She must have struggled with this movie 
notion.  She could not, of course, find out for herself, 
but I am sure she would have loved to.  She always 
asked me for the title of the film in the hope that she 
could then somehow guess the subject and content.  I 
played along, of course, by inventing benign titles 
like “In the Swiss Mountains” or “The Four-mast 
Schooner Sarah.”  The best one was “De Eeuwige 
Sneew” (“The Everlasting Snow”).  After all, what 
sin could possibly be committed in everlasting snow?  
I must have mentioned this title once too often as she 
once said, “Didn’t you see that film before?”  I then 
mumbled something about a sequel.  We both played 
this game with some good humor. 
 The movies – what a commotion in the church 
in those days!  It is, however, sad that some of us old 
timers still get all wrinkled up when movie subjects 

for the purpose of illustration are given to us from the 
pulpit.  We, and particularly our youth, have come to 
a much better understanding of the miracle of God’s  
grace.  We still seem to work on the edges and that is 
unfortunate.  I often hear, “…but we were not raised 
‘that way.’  It is so hard to adjust.”  Nonsense!  We 
were not raised with iPods, cell phones, or email ei-
ther, but it surely did not take us long to adjust to 
those niceties. 
 By now, most of our money was in the hands 
of tire dealers and we were getting rather low on gro-
ceries.  We had, I don’t know where from, a large can 
of apple butter.  This helped a lot, but after some time 
of using this on bread, Luke, our two-year-old, firmly 
said, “No!”  It was an interesting trip with relatively 
few problems.  We saw a lot of new country that was 
very different and captivating.  At one tire interlude, 
there was nothing but flat land and an enormous 
sky—very beautiful!  Tryni, who has this wonderfully 
even level of acceptance, said with a smile, “Mins, 
you wanted space to live.  Well, here it is…” 
 After three days we entered Kansas City.  This 
was the most difficult time of the trip. Knowing only 
the address of the school, we needed to find a trailer 
park close by.  We wandered around (making sure not  
to have to back up) from one trailer park to the next. 
No one wanted us without the first month’s deposit, 
and since the money we had left was now six dollars  
and some cents, a deposit was not possible.  Finally, 
we found a rather muddy place with a lot of “loose-
looking” drifters floating around, some very interest-
ing to talk to.  This place was located in Independ-
ence, Missouri, a suburb of Kansas City.  It was not 
too far from the school and pure luck to stumble upon. 
 The “stumbling” was, of course, far more than 
luck.  I clearly see this now.  It was a good feeling to 
unhook the trailer and settle down.  We now needed 
to hook up the electricity and water.  For the latter I 
needed a piece of copper tubing and some fittings.  At 
the hardware store I made a deal for the particulars 
with my camera as security.  The owner asked some 
questions regarding our situation and was willing to 
help.  We hooked up the water, had something to eat, 
and then had showers and a flush toilet for the first 
time in America.  We felt flush!  Very early the next

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morning there was a knock on the door.  Here was the 
hardware store owner.  He said (and this is a verbatim 
dialogue), “The Lord talked to me last night and He 
said, ‘These people need help.’”  I said, “The Lord 
was right!”  He left us with a box of practical grocer-
ies and asked us if we would go to church with him 
on Sunday. 
 Tryni wondered which church he belonged to, 
but that made little difference to us at this time.  Kan-
sas City had lots of churches, and I reasoned that the 
Lord could use a Presbyterian or a Methodist or a 
Catholic to help us.  It was wonderful to feel this con-
nection with God, not just because of the groceries.  
Far more, the simple saying:  God talked to me last 
night.  It was like flying a kite, which I loved to do as 
a boy.  This kite, way out there in the blue sky, con-
nected to me with a long, long string. 
 Now I had to look for a job and, on advice, I 
applied to a G.M. automobile parts distributing divi-
sion housed in a huge building.  They took me on, 
saying that I could start the next Monday.  I had to 
work two weeks before receiving the first paycheck.  
The hardware store man loaned me $40 to tide us 
over. 
 Next, a visit to the school, which was held in a 
vacated high school building and was divided in three 
units: watch repair, jewelry-making, and engraving.  
There were about 200 students enrolled under the G.I. 
bill.  I had to pay tuition, of course, which was rather 
high, so I enrolled in the watch repair night class 
which was held from 6:30-10:30 five nights per week. 
 Sunday morning at breakfast we marveled at  
God’s goodness.  Less than a week ago we left Platte, 
traveled through three states with very little trouble, 
found a place to live, found a job, enrolled in school, 
and found a friend through whom God had spoken on 
our behalf, all of this without a license, a diploma, 
permission or a permit.  Only in America was this  
possible!  What a country… 
 About 9:30 a.m., Fred Warren and Karen, his  
wife, picked us up for church.  Upon entering the 
building, it surely didn’t look like a CRC, but what 
did I know about American churches?  We sat down 
and soon noticed the Book of Mormon in the book 
rack.  We listened to the sermon but did not partake in 
communion which was served.  After the service, on 
our way home, we had an interesting conversation, 

(Go West Continued from page 3) explaining our faith in simple terms.  Fred agreed 
with most of it, he said.  They belonged to the Reor-
ganized Church of Jesus Christ of the Latter Day 
Saints (RLDS).  This group split from the mother 
church in 1860 and moved its headquarters to Inde-
pendence, Missouri, in 1920.  I then told him that we 
would be looking for a Protestant church, which he 
seemed to understand.  He then said, “Mins, God 
talked to me, not just about a box of groceries.  We 
would like to stay in contact with your family, so 
please call on me if you need help.” 
  We started our rather full schedule, working 
at the warehouse and going to school.  The work at 
the plant was simple and boring.  One was given a list 
of numbered parts and with a handcart collected a va-
riety of automobile innards.  Upon completion the cart 
was delivered to the shipping department and you 
started all over again with a new list.  I didn’t know 
what most parts were used for, but I surely learned my 
letters and numbers!  School was, of course, most im-
portant.  Most students took it easy and wasted a lot 
of time.  They did not have to pay for their tools, etc.  
Time and money came easily.  I always felt I was tak-
ing the bread out of the mouth of babes and I needed 
to get through as fast as possible.  This soon caught  
the attention of the teachers, so I had all the help I 
needed.  With my second paycheck from G.M., came 
a notice to meet with a union representative.  This 
meeting did not go well at all.   He informed me that I 
had to join the union which I did not want to do.  My 
remonstrations regarding this free country and its free 
people, 1776 and the 4th of July, the Mayflower and 
the King of England, did not seem to impress him at 
all!  He gave me two weeks to think about it which 
was nice of him. 
 Now, to look for another job…  An ad in the 
paper caught my attention:  an electronic assembler 
wanted.  The plant was located between school and 
home.  Perfect!  I needed this job, but what was an 
electronic assembler?  The interview was rather 
strange.  The first question:  What was my experi-
ence?  And when I told the owner that I had none but 
wanted to make a deal (the farmers in S.D. always 
made deals), he looked at me and said, “What do you 
mean?”  My proposal was to work two weeks and, if 
the work was not satisfactory, he could let me go with 
no pay.  I have to admit that I used my accent shame-
fully.  In Europe having an accent is a handicap, but

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ing station on a lot with a small orchard of about a 
dozen peach trees.  He would hook us up with water, 
gas, and electricity at no charge for the utilities or the 
parking space.  For this I had to help him occasionally 
at night with a towing job on Highway #40, for which 
he had a contract.  He thought the work would be 
about two times per week at the most, which turned 
out to be the average.  We would, of course, lose our 
wonderful showers and toilet, but the price was right 
and their worry for Tryni in that trailer part was justi-
fied.  We talked this over and accepted the offer.  Ed 
set us up and connected the utilities.  We used the 
bathroom in the filling station.  It was a wonderful 
place.  We lived there for three years.  Across from 
the orchard lived the Johnson family, Ralf and Edna, 
also Mormons, so now we were surrounded by Latter 
Day Saints. 
 We felt loved by these Mormon friends.  The

These parts were numbered, and all one 
had to do was to follow a blueprint with a visually-
numbered layout.  We then soldered everything in 
place after which the complete unit was tested in the 
lab by the engineers.  I did not know what I was do-
ing, but neither did anyone else! 
 We started to attend a Southern Baptist church 
and after some time felt at home.  The trailer lot, 
called Mobile Home Park, was no park.  It was 
muddy and poorly organized, but there were bath-
rooms and showers, and that was great.  Fred, the 
hardware store owner, kept checking up on us and 
often asked if we were in need of things.  “We’re 
fine, but thanks for asking.”  He never again men-
tioned his church. 
 Then on one Saturday afternoon, Fred, with 
his brother-in-law Ed, who owned a filling station 
close to the hardware store, came with a proposal.  Ed 
offered a parking space for our trailer behind the fill-

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only thing I had learned in Holland about Mormons 
was that the founder’s name was Joseph Smith, that 
they used the Book of Mormon, and that they had a 
practive of having many wives, which, as a boy, 
sounded rather interesting to me.  I learned now that 
this Reorganized Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day 
Saints was a splinter group from the Salt Lake City 
organization and differed greatly in doctrine and prac-
tice.  We had many discussions.  They believed in the 
Trinity but not in its “fulfillment.”  They had prob-
lems with original sin…  I remember when Barbara 
was born and Edna, looking at the week-old baby, 
said, “Do you really believe that this baby is a sinner?  
We would occasionally go with them to a mass meet-
ing when the missionaries gave their reports.  We 
could hardly keep from gloating when the representa-
tives from Holland informed the group on the diffi-
culties they experienced with the Dutch Protestants.  
Ralf said with a smile, “I could have told them that.”  
We loved these people and we were loved, but it was 
all so sad.  We were together but we were separate;

Yatoam is located a half hour flight southwest of Am-
bunti.   A very isolated village, Yatoam was pretty 
much untouched by civilization. A brief history of 
PIM's ministry in Yatoam: 

2000 - Friedemann and David Kasen hike for 3-4 days 
to make PIM's first contact with Yatoam. 

- 2003 Construction of the airstrip, supervised by 
Friedemann. 

- Pastor arrives, regular worship services started. Also 
Sunday School begins. 

-  2004 - Official opening of Yatoam grass airstrip. 

 - Yatoam people construct classroom using local ma-
terial 

- Yatoam Christ ian Elementary School opens its doors 
with 45 children. 

"Two men looked out from prison bars—one saw mud 
and one saw stars." Init ially when Pamela, the PIM 
teacher, first came to Yatoam village at the beginning 
of 2007 all she could see was the mud. She kept her 
kerosene lamp burning all night because she actually 
felt the presence of evil in the house provided her.   Of 
all her students only 2 or 3 could understand Melane-
sian Pidgin - it was frustrating always using an inter-
preter. Besides all that she was cold at night because 
of the cooler (ca. 2000 ft elevation) climate, and the 
main staple in her normal diet, sago, was nonexistent 
in the area. 

But gradually she could see the stars. As the Lord 
placed Psalm 61 and 62 on her heart, she began to 
pray and sing each night before she went to bed: 
"From the ends of the earth I call to you. I call as my 
heart grows faint. Lead me to the rock that is higher 
than I." After some nights of building her faith in this 
way, she woke up at 3am and saw a bright light in the 
corner of her bedroom. She says, "What looked like 
soldiers at attention were lined up around my house. I 
knew the Lord had sent them and I was no longer 
afraid." God truly became her "refuge and strong 
tower against the enemy." 

A number of the students in the Yatoam school are in 
their teens and early twenties. One doesn't often see 
young men with facial hair in a kindergarten class! In 
their eagerness to learn Pamela's students quickly 
picked up the Melanesian language. Through her inter-
active teaching style and her home-made aids, they 
have learned memory verses, the alphabet, letter
