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Greetings from Canchungo, Clearview, and Se-
attle. Herb and Martha have a way of getting

around!

Much has happened since the last news-
letter. Herb and Martha left for Guinea Bissau
October 17. The container arrived October 17 —
almost a month earlier than originally expected
— but it wasn’t until almost a month later that it
was unloaded from the ship. So it was actually
right on time — yes or no? The contents were in
good condition and ready to be put into use.

The sewing class was set up with 20
sewing machines — 10 treadle and 10 electric.
The shipping container was fitted with shelves
for the donated fabric to be organized and
stored.

The security wall is going up and the
practical auto mechanics work area is being
constructed.

The nearly 1500 pounds of seeds from
the Ed Hume Seed Company were distributed.
Herb and Martha planted a mini-garden in con-
tainers and were very surprised to see the re-
sults in only a few days.

The medical supplies were also distrib-
uted. A young man who suffered from polio as a
child received a new wheelchair.

Tom Tourville, an evangelist and handy-

man from Hawaii, was in Canchungo November
29 through February 22. He worked with Pastor
Chenda encouraging pastors, church leaders
and members in their ministries. He also did
many jobs at the school and mission house such
as making legs for the sewing machine exten-
sions, installing a new charge controller, and a
kitchen cabinet at the mission house. Many
thanks, Tom!

Tom Crompton, a member of the U.S.
FLAME Board of Directors went to visit the Je-
sus’ Industrial School in Canchungo. He was
accompanied by Chris Collins, a reporter from
California. Tom’s observations and report back
to the FLAME Board were invaluable. Okorie

Kalu, the West African Regional Director from
the Navigators joined Tom and Chris for a few
days. Okorie was very excited about what he
saw of FLAME’s operations in Canchungo. He is
planning to come to Seattle in May, and also
plans to go back to Canchungo twice a year.

A very specific prayer request and need
for FLAME is in regard to financing. FLAME is
paying the teachers and staff from a tuition fund
which people have been contributing to, as well
as from the general fund. Teachers and staff
salaries are over $1,570 per month. The weak
dollar has significantly reduced the value of the
money we send to Guinea Bissau. In the past
year it has dropped from 550 FCFA per dollar to
400 FCFA per dollar. Please pray that the finan-
cial obligations are adequately funded.

Herb and Martha’s trip was cut short in
January when it became necessary to evacuate
them to Dakar Senegal. Herb was experiencing
an irregular heartbeat and palpitations. The eve-
ning they were to leave for Seattle, they were
mugged while on a short walk. Bruised and bat-
tered, they arrived back in Seattle where they
have recuperated and Herb’s condition is being
treated.

On a lighter side, you really must ask Mar-
tha about “The Christmas Cow Pies”.
