Some confusion seems to exist within the con-
gregation as to what those collections on Sunday
are all about. Where does the money go? Why

should I give in the first place?
How is your spiritual thermometer?

Questions, questions and more questions.

Firstlet's look at the present structure of our col-
lections so we get some idea of what is going on.
How does it all work?

Every Sunday there is a collection for the Local
Operating Budget. (also known as the LOB). Re-
member the three P’'s and you will know what
this money s for.

The first P stands for People . The staff has to be
paid. Harry and Grace need to eat, buy clothes,
etc. We like to see a bulletin on Sunday morning
and thank Erica for getting that ready every
week. Ingrid makes sure there is music and
leads us in singing and worship.

The second P stands for Programs . It refers to
the various ministry programs of our church,
such as the Youth program, Cadets, Gems etc.

The third P stands for Plant (meaning building).
We have to maintain and operate a building. As
a matter of fact the second Sunday each month
is for the Building Expansion Fund (or a more
accurate name would be Debt Retirement Fund).

On two Sundays each month we have two offer-
ings. The first one is taken after the Lord’s Sup-
per on the first Sunday of the month. This money
is for the Benewolence Fund. God has blessed
us enomously. In addition to our local church
family we have also been able to support the
needy within the wider church community. Who
do we support?
