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LEADERSHIP DEVELOPMENT NETWORK Harry Weidenaar 

 How’s this for an outrageous, screaming, attention-
grabbing title? 
 
 Vanilla-flavored, huh? 
 
    What it talks about, however, is not dull but actually 
very, very exciting.  The Leadership Development 
Network is something that five area CRC pastors have 
set up to interest other competent people in becoming 
church planters for the CRC in Seattle. 

 
    The LDN meets once a month on a Friday in the 
Upper Crust restaurant in Greenwood from 2 to 8 p.m.  

Typically, our meetings begin with worship.  Eric Lik-
kel and some of his people from Emmaus Road CRC 
have led us in worship.  So has Pete Armstrong from 
Sanctuary.  This is followed by a brief message, an ice 
breaker, and then the main speaker for the day.  Kevin 
Adams was the speaker at our first meeting.  He is a 
church planter in the Sacramento area.  What a terrific 
vision of church planting he inspired, telling us about 
the ten Sacramento church plants that are in the pipe-
line.  Think about it.  Let yourself get excited about it.  
Wouldn’t it be great if within the next five years ten 

new CRC’s, of various kinds, got started in our 
area…in Edmonds, Lynnwood, Bothell, Poulsbo, 
Issaquah, Sammamish, etc.  They would be tradi-
tional churches and house churches and jazz 
churches and praise and worship churches and 
whatever-model-works churches.  We’ll keep the 
old gospel and wrap it in a spanking new package; 
Christ in shorts and flip-flops. 
 
    Our last main speaker was Neil Tibbott, an ex-
pert in starting churches from scratch.  The 24 peo-
ple at our meeting peppered him with questions.  
Everyone wanted to know how, how, how do we 
do this, how do we get going, how can we have 
something up and running tomorrow.  In his con-
cluding remarks for the day, Randy Rowland, pas-
tor of Sanctuary, compared the participants to thor-
oughbred horses in the starting gate that are pawing 
the ground furiously, wanting to get on with the 
race.  It was a great analogy because it captured the 
atmosphere in the room. 
 
    In addition to the main speaker, there are learn-
ing sections.  One is usually on church order 
(prospective CRC pastors should know CRC 
church order, right?).  I’ve taught this segment 
twice.  What strikes me as unique to the CRC 
church order is its brevity.  We don’t tend to trust 
rules and regulations.  We don’t put our faith in fat 
books of order ala the Presbyterian Church that 
govern every conceivable case a pastor or church 
may run into.  We tend to put our faith in people.  
We value relations.  “Bob and Pete have a new idea 
for a church.  Tom is a home missions expert.  He’s 

talked with Bob and Pete and he’s impressed.  O.K., 
let’s fund Bob and Pete.”  It’s this kind of eyeball-to-
eyeball, personal relationship that is the genius of our

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“church order.”  Because we tend to trust people rather 
than rules, we as a denomination have gotten burned in 
the past, but overall it seems to me worth the risk to 
keep the emphasis on relations rather than rules. 
 
    Randy Rowland usually comes up to bat next.  He 
lectures on theology.  He’s a brilliant speaker.  He has 
talked on the seven key beliefs of reformed Christian-
ity and on the idea of perichoresis.  If this sounds 
sleep-inducing, trust me, it hasn’t proven to be that at 
all.  Rowland is an entertaining presenter.  Rowland 
takes “leadership development” seriously:  he does 
want to lead participants to a deeper understanding of 
the reformed faith and usually he gives them 
“homework” for the next session of LDN. 
 
    The time concludes with prayer.  Free-flowing, 
heart-felt, joy-filled!  We are expecting great things 
from God! 
 
     At our last meeting the owner of the Upper Crust 
restaurant told us that he had recently bought the old 
Christian Science church on Queen Anne to use it for 
his catering business.  Then he stunned us:  if you want 
to use it to plant a church, you’re welcome to do so! 
 
    After our last meeting I walked down 85th to the 
Green Bean coffee shop that Sanctuary has finally 
opened.  The shop is next to Taproot Theater.  Lisa and 
Haley, two students from Calvin College, who work 
with Rowland, were the barista’s.  The place was 
warm, inviting, well decorated.  A young singer-
guitarist was entertaining the customers.  The shop was 
crowded with twenty-somethings.  I was the oldest guy 
in the room. 
 
    It felt good. 
 
    We are expecting great things from God!

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prompted me to write the following for this week's

 Is it true? You can’t teach an old dog a new trick? 
A leopard cannot change its spots? Once a Cub 
fan always a Cub fan? Curses! Is it true: people 
don’t really change; they only put on a different 
mask or wear a different persona – but peal it all 
back and it is the same old Popeye? "I yam what I 
yam, I’m Popeye the sailor man." 
 
 Well, I guess we can run that one up the flag pole 
every day ‘til kingdom comes and we won’t have a 
clear cut and definitive answer because it all de-
pends upon what you mean by "change." 
 
 If it means, "Can I change my behavior? Can I go 
from being a smoker to a non-smoker, from being 
an actively using addict to a recovering addict, 
from being an arrestable criminal thinking addict to 
a non arrestable criminal thinking addict,” the an-
swer is YES! Of course, a person can change his 
or her behavior.  
 
 If it means, however, “can I change my heart? 
Can I change my disposition?” 
 
  
 Can I change the spirit within me, my fundamen-
tal psychological make-up? Can I change the im-
print of my soul? Can I change my DNA, my ge-
netic code? Now, that is a zebra of a different 
stripe. That question cannot be answered glibly or 
quickly. 
 
 I was at a baptism this past weekend. Seattle, 
Washington. Twins. My grandkids. Nice. It was 
Pentecost Sunday. The preacher – a terrific 
preacher –nailed it. I thought. Spoke about the 
coming of the Spirit and what that means. Some-

thing of what it means is CHANGE. When you al-
low for the possibility that God just might work 
God’s Self into your heart, CHANGE is in the 
wind.  
 
 The New Testament has a word for CHANGE. 
The word is metanoia. Translated from the Greek, 
metanoia means repentance which in turn sug-
gests - change of heart and mind. What must we 
do when the Spirit of God comes upon us? We 
repent. We change. Change what?  
 
 Recovering addicts tell us that they must change. 
"Change what?" we ask. "Change everything," 
they say. Everything? A little more specificity, 
please. 
 
 All right. The change envisioned in repentance is 
not about enhancing or rebuilding our self-
esteem. That might be nice and even necessary 
but that is not the change of which we speak. It is 
not about becoming more spiritual whatever that 
is. It is not even about changing our ways though 
if the Spirit of God gets her grip on us, we will 
change our ways. Guaranteed. It is not about 
overcoming some post traumatic stress disorder 
though that might come with the package. It is not 
about being happy or finding ourselves or "getting 
it together" or anything else a psycho/social disci-
pline might assess and treat . 
 
 What is this change of heart and mind that 
seems best to describe what happens when the 
Spirit of God finds access to our innermost self? 
Yesterday, at the conclusion of the service a 
young man scribbled a note and gave it to the 
pastor. Seems the young man was so moved by 
the message that he asked to be baptized too. So 
the preacher baptized Jin Ku Kim on the spot. 
How will his life change now that Pastor Harry has 
baptized him? I am not certain about how Jin Ku 
might change now that the Wind of God has over 
come him, but I know what I know when I see 
what I see in the lives of recovering people.  
 
 I see this: 
 
   a.. A softer heart, one that breaks the chains of 
resentment and lets go of smoldering anger.  
  b.. An open heart – as if to say, "I am open to 
what God will do in me and through me.”  

  c.. A confessional heart – one that openly ac-
knowledges the control that addiction has 
wielded in me over the years.  
  d.. A heart of integrity. Now that the cat of ad-
diction is out of the bag, no more lies.  
  e.. A healing heart. One that sees the broken-
ness in our brothers and sisters and responds 
appropriately.  
  f.. An empathic heart, One that openly declares, 
"I’ve been there, Pal, no judgment here."  
  g.. A generous heart. Once smitten by the work 
and rewards of recovery, my heart goes out to 
others, carrying the message and practicing the 
principles.  
  h.. A surrendered heart, one that offers itself up 
to God promptly and sincerely.  
  i.. A large heart. One that sees bigger pictures, 
dreams bigger dreams, and envisions a world 
whose people are full, at peace, and on friendly 
terms with the environment in which they live.  
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needed to gain Non Governmental Organization 
(NGO) Status. The board felt it would be important to 
disciple people and we concurred. We did find this was 
somewhat obvious in our relationship with Chenda and 
his church as well as with certain individuals who 
crossed our paths for various reasons. 
3. What were some disappointments? And how were 
they overcome? 
Answer: When we left, the well was not working be-
cause it was not deep enough for the pump. This was 
overcome by having a young man carry water into the 
house each day!  
Earlier disappointments were noted in previous news-
letters and many of these issues did not go away. 
Every task took so long to be completed – this was of-
ten related to the inability to obtain materials readily. 
They often have to go to another country [Gambia, 
Senegal, Guinea (Conacry)] for supplies. 
The computer died of heat stroke. When the house was 
ready and the new computers from the container were 
available this helped the situation, but some files died 
altogether.

Herb and Martha Reynolds 

We come to you in the name of Jesus and rejoice be-
cause of what the Lord has done and is doing through 
the ministry of FLAME! Our missionaries Herb and 
Martha Reynolds returned April 18, 2005, after work-
ing in Canchungo, Guinea Bissau for six months.  
For the content of this newsletter, I have interviewed 
them by asking questions you may want answered as 
do I. W. Klungel 
1. Our winter newsletter described the wonders of 
God’s providence on your trip to Guinea Bissau. 
What would you like to tell about your return trip? 
Answer: We had unplanned rest in Lisbon Portugal 
due to a bird striking the engine of the plane. There-
fore we waited two days before leaving Lisbon. We 
did have to rise early each day to seek a flight home, 
but each day we were able to rest in the afternoon af-
ter we were told to stay another night. On Sunday we 
held our own private worship service in the hotel 
lobby. We met our “angel man” again. Remember 
how he helped us on our way to Guinea Bissau?  He 
helped us this time by getting us first class seats on 
our flight back to New Jersey. The rest of the trip 
home was without incident! 
2. What were some of the main goals to be accom-
plished on this trip to Canchungo? 
Answer: We desired to have the container in place, 
the headquarters’ house finished, and the school 
building completed. We also wished to cultivate rela-
tionships with the Guinea Bissau government, espe-
cially with the Technological Education Arm. We

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The wiring was difficult. To solve the problem Martha 
worked with the electricity in an extremely hot attic. It 
also raised her esteem in the eyes of the workers! 
The batteries stayed in the container too long – too hot 
– etc. Therefore the solar system didn’t work well. The 
need was to get the batteries to equalize after they had 
been drained in the heat. 

4. What were some of your greatest joys while there? 
Answer: Living in Pastor Chenda’s home where 
Teresinha considered us (Herb and Martha) to be 
momma and poppa. Mommas do no laundry! Building 
of relationships. There were many adopted sons and 
daughters along the way – some from years before.  
It was a great joy to see the buildings rise as fulfilling a 
promise and a promise of things to come. 
What a joy to move into the headquarters’ house where 
we could live by our schedule with more room to 
work, and to use our own power source. In Canchungo 
no power is available in the daylight hours because 
they need to conserve it for the evening hours. 
Finally, gratefully, Tiago has become the Guinean di-
rector! 
Many joys can be gleaned from the chapters sent ear-
lier by Herb and Martha and these are available on the 
web.  
5. What influence did the politics of that country have 
on your work? 
Answer: Nothing directly. The government is often 
unable to pay its employees. While each is still legally 
employed by the government, he/she is not allowed to 
take another job. When the people need money to sup-
port themselves and their families, many of them make 
a job for themselves by stopping travelers that go 
through their towns and lay a tax on them. Sometimes 
we’ve had to pay three or more times on our trips from 
Canchungo to the capitol. This amounts to about $20 
per stop - a costly 60-kilometer trip! 

6. How did the culture affect your lives? 
Answer: We learned to eat to live – we ate what was 
served to us. We learned patience and perseverance, 
which ties in with African time. In Guinea Bissau one 
is still on time 2 hours after an appointment. The cul-
ture is relationship based, so if you need to talk that 
extra hour with a neighbor, friend or colleague you 

don’t pay attention to the hour let alone the minute! 
These relationships really meant a lot to us also. Bobo, 
a pastor in Bissau, became Martha’s first “son” when 
she was still Martha Shepherd several years ago. Now 
Bobo and his family try to be that family for Herb and 
Martha in Bissau.  And this leads us to another inter-
esting part of the culture there – the respect for elders – 
especially white hair. (I know this is true in many 
countries. Am I wrong to say in third world countries?) 
This was also shown in the relation with Teresinha – 
see answer to 4. 
7. What problems might you have encountered with the 
geography of that part of Africa – weather, terrain, 
etc? 
Answer: The terrain is flat so there should be no prob-
lem with ups and downs, but the roads were a horren-
dous problem – there are many potholes (interesting 
stories in some of the chapters). The heat was unusual 
for someone from the Pacific Northwest. Hot October 
became a somewhat comfortable November and De-
cember and then the warmth crept in again. The dust 
was a constant. Animals – ants, the king of the jungle; 
no see ums, (tiny, tiny gnats, which like to crawl in the 
ears); the spitting cobra (one of many kinds of cobras) 
which was killed in the house – are a bit different from 
what we are used to here in the PNW. 
8. Through it all, one can see God’s hand. Can you 
relate some welcome gifts/interventions by/from God? 
Answer: The container arrived much later than we had 
hoped but that was a blessing because when it did 
come we had the place for it and could empty it when 
space was ready in the house.  
The headquarters house was near the lagoon where the 
water was salty and seemed to cleanse Herb’s rash. 
Besides the swimming was a way to refresh us.  
Herb had a terrible toothache. It means a root canal – 
maybe. In Guinea Bissau, the tooth would be yanked! 
Oh, how we prayed! It only got worse. Should we have 
it pulled or go the 16 hours to Senegal? After three 
days the pain was gone! 
Hundreds of teenagers came for a revival. They settled 
under the mango trees where witches had done their 
chants and such for many years (reminded me of the 
high places to the gods in the days of the Israelites). A

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woman from a nearby village had a word from the 
Lord that the young people’s team would be attacked. 
While the young people held sway that week, 130 from 
Canchungo and neighboring villages gave their hearts 
to the Lord. The demonic forces were driven away by 
the response to our God, and those in attendance re-
ported hearing the shrieks of the demons as they left. 
Yes, of course God intervened. He was with us all the 
time! Thank you Jesus! 

9. When do you plan to return? 

Answer: The Lord willing we return in late October. 

 
 Pastor Chenda left a special Bible verse with Herb and 
Martha to use as they present the story and needs of 
Guinea Bissau.  
Proverbs 19:17 “He who is kind to the poor lends to 
the Lord, and He will reward him for what he has 
done.”  I have a feeling Pastor Chenda thinks of this 
verse when he reflects on the work of Herb and Mar-
tha.  
Pray for them to have a relaxing summer and yet a 

summer where they will make many contacts with folk 
who give generously so the work in Canchungo can 
continue. 
Pray too for Tiago as he continues to supervise the 
work in Guinea Bissau. 

Dear Lord, so far today I have done alright.  I haven’t gossiped, lost my temper, been 
greedy, grumpy, nasty, selfish, or overindulgent.  I am very thankful for that, Lord, but in a 
few minutes I’m going to get out of bed, and from then on, I am going to need a little more 
help.  Thank you Lord, Amen.

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First, there was Ervie...      
      
"I have not made up my mind yet," said Winerva Van 
Roekel. I had called her repeatedly during the summer 
of 1961 to accept a teaching position at Watson Groen 
Christian School. We were in contact with a few other 
applicants but we wanted Miss Van Roekel. Her appli-
cation looked very good. She was a Calvin grad with 
an AB in education and a MA in English from the Uni-
versity of South Dakota. Her parents lived in Corsica, 
South Dakota, a few miles from New Holland where 
Trijni and I landed up as immigrants. Ervie was busi-
ness-like in our discussions on the phone. She had a 
strong "singing" voice (good for discipline) and I have 
to admit that the "Van" in Van Roekel gave me some 
assurance. In those days, there was no money to fly 
someone to Seattle but there was the phone and lots of 
praying and trusting that the Lord would send the right 
person to our school. Ervie finally signed a contract to 
teach in our school. She taught Grammar, English Lit-
erature, Music, and Art from 5th through the twelfth 
grades. She was loved both by students and parents 
alike, and had, with many other teachers, a caring in-
fluence in our Christian education system. Ervie taught 
at our school for 12 years and still is involved in many 
aspects of Shoreline Christian. 
 
 And then, there was George... 
 
 George Klungel immigrated from Voorschoten in Hol-
land with his mother and eight family members to the 
United States in 1956. They lived in Renton where they 
had family contacts. George was schooled in account-
ing and found a position with, at that time, Seattle First 
National Bank. He worked for this bank for six years, 
and after further schooling with the American Institute 
of Banking, became a bank examiner. He attended the 
Calvary Christian Reformed Church (now Korean) but 
he visited other churches also. After all, he was single 
and 26 years old. One wants to hear other preachers 
from time to time! On one of these visits to Seattle 
First, he happened to sit two rows back from several 
young ladies, one of them singing with a fine, strong 
voice and much enthusiasm. He decided to follow the 
voice. We all know what happened. George Klungel is 
a fine person.
