Adveatisad as“Freg
Family -Friendly Fun,” flieswere digributed and posted
in prominat locaions around the Shordline aea. Wha
the flier didn't say, however, was
“We wat you to become more fa
miliar with our church,” athough
tha was one o the gods and reaults

of thethed e projed.

Stting & the back o the audience
one nigt scanning the crowd and
finding many unfamilia heads |
began wondeaing éou the role of
our church in the surrounding com-
munity e wel as the impaa of the
community on the church. Ques-
tions arose such as: Who are these
people? Wha are ther neals?
Could our church help in meding
their needs, while introducing Jesus
Chrig to them & the same time?
What dothose living inour church's
surrounding aea know or assume

about us?

There ae few church-member families living within
walking digance of the church. My family hgppens to
be oneofthe excegptions. Whiletha by no means makes
me an expat onthe mater, it has alowed methe oppor-
tunity to make observaions about our church's role in

thecommunity .

It will nat supriseyouto read tha our church is locaed
in a middle-income, mostly working class neighborhood
or tha Beby Boomers meke up the lagest age group in
thearea. Those of our church who have canvassad far
VBS door-to-doar in surrounding neighborhoods have
found tha there aren't many households with preschool-
or eementay-aged children. Thenearest public elemen

inthedigria.

In 2000, Shoreline Comnunity Church conduded a
gudy on households within a two-mile radius of ther
church & 185" and 1¥ NE. Daa was taken from U.S.
Census Bureau reporting, among ather saurces. (While
the sudy area did not cover our durdr's immeliae
neighborhood, | believethd there are enough similarities
betweenthetwo aress to look carefully & the following
gaidics) At tha time, 47.2% of
households reported nat being in-
volved with ther fath. Twenty-
three percent had deaeasal their
involvemat over the lag 10
yeas while for 17.9% ther in-
volvement had incressed.  When
askedtheir religous preference, the
largest group (18.4%) reported no
inteees and no preference. The
next lages groups prefered Ca
tholicism (17.8%), Non-
denominaiona (10.6%), and Mor-
mon (9.3%). Less than five pa-
cent preferred the Re-

formed/Preshyterian faith.

Less sciatific but perhgps more
telling, is wha | have learned from
our church's neighbors (residents
of the Briacrex Neghborhood)
regarding our image or rde in the
community. We are often refared to as “the church
with the school" & in a parish-type rdaionship. It is
intereging to natetha many people who liveinthe aea
have noideawha we call aursaves, or, whentold, wha
Chrigian Réormead means. When | havetold longtime
residets of the aea where | go to church, gving its
name and then locetion someimes dicits blank Sares
and then a response of “Oh yeeh, | guess there is a
churchthee” It seens tha we ae largely silet and

unknown in our own community.

Having said this it is o important to mention some of

hood. Theannua CoffeeBresk garage salesees familiar
shoppers coming back every year. As cusomers shap,
gaff membe's intgad with them and leave an impres-
sion of the kind of pegple our church is conprised. The
Deacons miniger in many waysto many people request-
ingassidance. Weareapat of the Shoreline Commu-
nity Caes nawork of churdhes tha aoordinaes serving
thefoad, housing, and ather immediae needs of thosein
our community. Twice ayea those who volunteg on
thegred clean-up crev make apasitive and gpredaed
cortributionto the community. Ouwr churchis considered
“therrs” by community residentswho may dtend Ea e,
Advat, ad occsiond oha services. Cdfee
Bresk/Sory Howr has seen many comnmunity women
and children atend regularly, prompted out of shea curi-
osity or apersond invitaion from ancthe dtendee. Asa
church, we have seenthe amazing impad made on sev-
eral gueds through the Alphaprogram. We ae known
for our Vacation Bible School and are becoming beter
known tothe parents of Briacrest and Shoreline Chris-
tian dementary sudentsfor our free dter-school tutoring
progam, KidReach. Our facilities ae used by seved
community groups ad services including the Washing-
ton SaeFoda Paents Organizaion, Rerouvalillg Pres-
byterian Coursdling Services and Shorecrest High
School for their Baccdaurege savice. Our pastor meds
regularly with othe pastorsto neéwork and discuss com-

munity and morewidespread issues.

These are just some of the ways our church inpadsthe
community. Perhgps someof the modt significant ways-
the relaionships atendees have with neighbors and the
prayerstha ae sooken ontheir behalf - cannat be mess-

ured.

Ou church is aundantly wedthy in many ways. We
are led by a God-fearing, Biblicdly sound pastor who is
nat draidto address contemporary issues  Our denomi-
nation has resources available for forming and leading
amog aw kind of group or program. Willing hearts and
hands voluntea to make may classes and groups ared-
ity. Tithes and offerings refled our commitmert tothe
church and its services and we have abeawtiful facility
in ageat locdion. These ae dl gftsfrom Gad to his

forgven people.

So are we using these blessings to impadt our comu-

nity and live The Greg Commission? My aswe isyes
and no. | believetha we do agoad job of taking care of
our own and pehagps even reaching out to the pason
who wanders into our mids. But when it comesto seek-
ing those in our community who are logt, we often miss

themark.

How could we improve on this task of @end signifi-
cance? Whee in Shordine would Jesus gpend his time
hedling and teaching? Darewe get outside of our com-
fort zone and try to med some of our neighbors where
they are indead of waiting for them to come to us?
Dream with me for a moment. Wha would it take for
example, to reach out to our naghbors with ESL needs?
We dready have a highly successful KidReach program
whaose dfedivenessislimited only by thenumbe of vol-
unteers. Could we grow this program to somehow in-

clude languagetutoring for needy adults?

The Briacret Neighborhood Associaion, the comnu-
nity leadaship board forthis area has had somewhdt of a
working patnaship with Seettle Congregationd Church
a few blocks to our natheast. This church has an-
nounced aclosing of its doors dueto dwindling membe-
ship. Might we offer the use of our facility for meetings,
pehgpshog or coordnde an evat o two, esablish rda
tionships and simultaneously show wha it meansto bea
Chrigian? These are jud two examples of paatia
ways to meke a difference in our community. A bit of
brainsorming together would no doult bring morepassi-

bilitiesto light.

| am afirm believe tha a person’ s physica needs must
be me in orde to show the love of Jesus before we can
ek of thet love | also fed tha wha we expeaience &
Chrigian fdlowship with one ancther — our purpose,
common bond, and sense of belongng — is a dedre
shared by mawy non-believas due to the fad tha the
need to belong is an innae human desire Gad has
blessed us abundatly.

T he Diaconate—Serving the Community

The deacons are responsble for responding to the be-
nevolence needs of the congregation. But we also re-
sponse to needs from our neighborhood, as we become
aware of them. Thepurpose of thisarticleisto focuson
our response within theneighborhood.

Contad with the neighborhood comes in a variety of
forms. Occasonally one of our membersinforms usof a
need that they are aware of. (I'm aways amazed to
learn the extent of help and support tha has been pro-
vided through Chrigtian love to these neighbors before
the need comes to the deacons. Those responses are
some of the best examples of benevolence that | know
of).

Occasonally we receive random phone calls from peo-
ple throughout the greater Puget Sound: Renton, Lynn-
wood, Tukwila; looking for various forms of financial
support. These requests have challenged us to define a
geographic boundary to define our community. Cur-
rently we are working within a 10 block radius of the
church. People requesting assistance outside tha radius
are referred to other organizations or churches for assis
tance.

We are aso involved supporting Shoreline Community
Care which isa diaconal network of churches within the
City of Shoreline. Shoreline Community Care will pro-
vide $100 of assstance to those who come for help. At
Firs CRC, we receive one benevolence offering for the
work of Shoreline Community Care each year.

The deacons also operae a small food pantry. It has
been atradition to receive a food offering on Thanksgiv-

ing Day. Last year we distributed amost all of that food
to families in both our neighborhood and congregation.
Our shelves were bare. Earlier this year we sponsored
another food drive. This time we digributed a list of
requested items to the congregation. Your response was
overwhelming. We expected afew cans of green beans;
you brought in cases from Codco! Praise God for your
generosity.

If anyone stops by the church during the week looking

for food ass stance, the church g&f can respond imme-
diately to tha request by supplying a bag of food. | re-
call a couple of incidences when a homeless woman and
her friend came looking for a place to gay and some
food. Thefirst time she appears was just before aMon-
day evening Alpha meeting. We invited them in to eat
HOT food with us. Many months later she returned
again, hungry and homeless. Thistime it was as a Sun-
day morning worship service was beginning. Because of
the food pantry, we were able to provide a bowl of hot
soup immediately, before responding to their other re-
quests, they did go on her way with a bag of groceries. |
wonder when this lady will return again, thistime look-
ing for spiritual food to be added to her diet.

Sometimes food is inadvertently donated to the food
pantry. Laethissummer, | came into church for an eve-
ning meeting. A case of bottled water was setting next
to the food basket, which is located across from the
mailboxes. It is common to find occasona donations
left there at any time. T he case of bottled water wastoo
big to be placed in the food basket. | thought, what an
odd donation—but why not bottled water? | moved it
into the food pantry. Sunday morning | was asked if |
had seen the bottled water. “Yed” | responded. “It’sin
the food pantry.” Only then did | learn tha the bottled
water wasintended for awedding that took place on Fri-
day evening.

The deacons have also consulted with Jeff Littlejohn,
Director of Northwest Mercy Minigries, an arm of
CRW RC, regarding how to more affedively assst those
who request help. He introduced the Deacons to
“Workback”, an assistance plan that adively encourages
the participant to do volunteer work at any organization
of their choosing, in proportion to their assstance re-
quest. At present, we have been able to apply this ap-
proach, but it issill abit early to evaluate itsresults.

We have been given a grand gift. God has chal-
lenged 1stCRC by saying, “ Present ALPHA to the
whole church on Sunday evenings” Tha is not
easy to do, but the ALPHA task force, with many
helpers, isdoing it. A major challenge isto serve
agreat bigmeal to agreat big crowd and al so guide
every person intha crowd to find their own indi-
vidual place all night long. God bless every one for
they' ve made ALPHA Sunday evenings poss ble.

What have we learned at ALPHA? You may have
heard it said tha, “ Experience isthe best teacher.”
If you think about it, tha old cliché is not quite
true. Experience can be ateacher, yes, but whenis
it the best teacher? It isthe best teacher when you
taketimeto evaluate your experience. S tha old
cliché is better rendered, “ Evaluated experience is
the best teacher.”

Tha said, let’s pause and take a look & some of what
we've experienced as a church during the ALPHA Sun-
day evenings. Beyond the videos and the great re-
fresher course in basc Chrigtianity, we have had a dif-
ferent refresher course at the sametime. What is this?
During ALPHA, we have had good food for our body

served to us. Thefood is not what I’ mthinking abouit.
That shared meal and the discusson groups have given
us fellowship time. Wouldn't you agree the fellowship
timeisreal soul food?

During this fellowship time we have had a chanceto
practice the little courteses of life. In the busyness of

serving a big crowd these little courtesies are importarnt.
The whole-church ALPHA sessions are as much a
chance to pradice the little courtesies as they are to
plug in your own gift. The ALPHA Task Force is
deeply grateful for all the helpers. Setting tables, pre-
paring food, cleaning up, showing the video, and lead
ing small groupsare all important. And most important
is practicing courtesy al the way through.
Oswald Chambers put it this way: “T he shallow
amenities of life, eating, drinking, walking, talk-
ingare all ordained by God. These arethingsin
which our Lord[Jesus Chrig] lived. Helivedas
the Son of God, and He said tha ‘the disciple is
not above HisMaster’.”

S ALPHA has given us time to pradice being
courteous. Smiles and handshakes, welcomes
and farewells are all important. Jesus brought
joy to life’s ordinary amenities. How could we
keep on doing more of this? The ALPHA fel-
lowship time has spurred ordinary courtesies
quite naturally. Haven't youfelt thislove? And
with intentionality we coul d keep thislove going
and even growing. Every person needsalink of

love, severa love links to taste heaven's joy. Ld’s &-
tempt to spread more of Jesus joy andlove. Let’sspice
ALPHA with love by using the following acronym:
LINK means...

L =Lig

| =Initiate

N = Notice

K =Know

L — List the people Jesus might want to befriend
through you. Think about individual people you might
come into contact with & the ALPHA Sunday evening
or during the week. Ask Jesus to show you those dis
conneded links with whom He wantsto connect. Come
up with three or four such people and write their names
down.

| — Initiatefriendship. When you see one of the persons
onyour list, don't just conduct businessasusual. Snile,
say a kind word, ask a quegtion, offer a compliment.
Attempt in some way to express Jesus warmth. And
remember tha true friendship does not make people
“projects.” True friendship isnot conditional.

N — Noticetheresponse. Oftenyour friendiness will be
returned. The person may comment, “ No one tekestime
totalk to me likeyou do,” or“| aways look forward to
seeing you,” or maybe just, “Thank you.” Pay special

attention to any response that shows your friendliness
has been appreciated.

K —Know what you' re going to say when that happens.
(This is the mogt important part!) If the person thanks
you for being friendy, you want to be ready to begin
making a link to Jesus. A comment such as, “It’s good
to hear tha, because it means|’ve changed,” or “Well, |
haven't always been this way, but | met someone who
has helped me,” isin order. Figure out ahead of time
what you want to say sotha you might have a chanceto
talk more about Jesus. Remember, it's His love you're
showing, and the person has a right to know tha.
(* What afriend we have in Jesus.”)

Let’skeep doingwhat ALPHA has brought to us. Let's

keep love growing. Let’'s keep on building stronger
love links between each other’s hearts. The LINK acro-
nym isone idea about howto do that. (TheLINK acro-
nym comes from The Bible for Personal Revival by
David Mains.) If you have othe ideason how to extend
our ALPHA program, please share them with any mem-
ber of the ALPHA leadership team.

Report from the Alpha Task Force

Miracles do happen. On Qun-
day evening, September 12,
2004, the fire ALPHA eve-
ning, we s& out tables for 80
anticipaed guests hoping—in
the smallness of our faith—
tha all the chairs would be
filled. It turned ou tha before
we were done eding, more
than 120 people had showed
up. Chairs had to be hustled
from updairs, additional tables
st up, plates and cutlery
rushed from the kitchen. The spagheti dretched and
sretched (it has a way of doing tha). When it was over
we looked a each other and choked up in view of this
overwhelming response from the congregaion.

No one head the caefully selected background music;
we took tha as a sgn tha fellowship was being experi-
enced. This was a great stat for the ALPHA program for

the autumn and we were humbled and blessed. T he aten-
dance has actually inareased over the lae three weeks.
There ae eight discusson groups, not including the EPIC
and MAC groups tha forms their own units. Each group
has about 10 paticipats.

The fellowship and the teaching are the bedrodk of the
program. Fellowship is creaed through informal discus-
sions & meal-time and a more guided discussion after the
video presentation. The teaching is basic Christianity. (A
university verson of ALPHA is called Christianity 101.)
Even those of us who have graduate degrees in Christian-
ity benefit from areminder of the basics. In fad, it’svey
important to be reminded of the basics. People with
Ph.D.’sdo not always make good freshman teachers. The
progran models how to discuss basc Chrigtianity with
neighbors and those who want nothing to do with it. One
key istha it isnot upto usto convert a peson. That isthe
work of theHoly Spirit.

ALL MY TOMORROWS from T he Orphan Trains Tril-
ogy, by Al and Joanna Leacy, Multnomah Publishers, Ss

ters, OR, 2003, 349 pp.

Have you ever heard of “The Children’s Aid Society?’
They were intereded in caring for the children from the
sreds and orphanages of New York City in the mid
ningeenth century. When a member came up with the idea
of sendingthechildren, viatrain, to the Midwest and Weg
to seled familiesto become foder children, the socidy
followed through.

This isthe ficional story of the lives of several such
children. Thirteen-year-old twins are thrown out of their
family home because there aretoo many childrento cae
for and another baby is on the way. Med very young
Teddy Hansen, whose father is gone and mother is dead.
Will any of his uncles and aunts care for him? Johnny
Snith isthe on of apoliceman. He and his father have a
great relaionship, but Father iskilledin a shootout.

How long do each of these children lag on the dreet
and how do they get on the train going west? Some of
them get to loving homes, but some families only want to
use the child asa workhorse. You' Il meg even more chil-
dren asthey go west on thetrain and stop & each g&ion to
line up for ingpection. It’sa“ cue, nodalgic” sory. There
is a bit of excitement added with a few bad guys, who
even take one of the orphans hostage; the bad guys escape
hanging and in ather ways make a nuisance of themselves.
It didn’t teke longto read this dory because it flows well.
However, much of it gopeared unreal. All the children
seem too proper and talk as adults would. The higorical
period isthe mid-1800’s end y& many of the hgppenings

are modern — an
appendectomy is a
common and easy
operaion. Was this
true 150 yea's ago?
| didn’t feel thehis
torical deails were
very authentic. The
addition of the ban-
dits — or whaeve
they were — gave a
flavor to the gory
but was just tacked
in somehow with-
out being altogeher
relevant.

Sorry  for  the
negative approach,
but sometimes |
wish these writers
of “ Chrigtian” nov-

elswould be more literary.
