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This story is about the USS Canisteo, AO-99, a
U.S. Navy fleet tanker and the men who sailed
her to what seemed like every port on the earth.
Canisteo and all tanker’s have the job of supply-
ing fuel to the fleet. Without tankers there can be
no fleet.

But, this tale is different. Most stories about ships
have pictures of the captain, the officers and vari-
ous groups of enlisted men who served on the
ship. There always seems to be a list of the glory
events and missions of ships. This is “the rest of
the story”, about the adventures and stories of
the ship and some of the men who served on her.
There is a tendency for servicemen to exagger-
ate their part in events during their tour of duty.
They say, “l was there risking my life,” but they do
not explain exactly what they actually did. Statis-
tics show they were probably in less danger than
if they had been driving a car on a highway back
home. When young people join the Navy the old
salts try to buffalo them. Sailors are pictured as
being salty, rough and tough, always getting in
trouble doing considerable drinking, brawling,
fighting and whoring. Is this the truth? No! The
young recruits soon learn this is not the way.
They mature quickly. A tour of duty in the Navy is
a learning experience and in my opinion better
than many who have graduated from college.
They learn responsibility, respect authority and
how to follow orders. In the Bible, David, Daniel,
and Joseph respected authority. In time, they ex-
celled and eventually became leaders. What is
the basic reason for so many problems in the
United States and even in the world today?

In our society the truth is often misrepresented.
Example: a murder. The news media tells in great
detail about the crime and the person who com-
mitted the crime. The system spends thousands
of dollars protecting and defending the rights of
the guilty but little is done for the victim. If a
young man gets a girl pregnant he often aban-
dons her and perhaps runs off to another state.
He should accept the responsibility of the young
lady and the baby.

Road Rage has become a common problem.
When a driver cuts off another driver in traffic he
is yelled at, cussed, given the finger or a fist. Both
drivers get into a yelling match and sometimes a
fight. In order to settle this traffic problem it would
be best to talk to the person offended and apolo-
gize. A recent news article told of a lady who,
picking up food at a drive-in window and driving
off with the coffee in her lap, spilled hot coffee on
her lap. She sued the restaurant. The judge in
that case should have said, “Lady, you were
careless and did a foolish thing.” She should
have been held responsible for her own actions,
not rewarded. Today when someone has a prob-
lem, placing the blame on someone else seems
to be the order of the day. People accept respon-
sibility for their own actions.

If a young sailor is told everyone always overin-
dulges when drinking liquor, he tries to be “one of
the boys” by drinking to excess. He soon learns
that causes problems, including a hangover. Not
fun! Wild women, possibly prostitutes, could
mean venereal disease with a possible trip to the
sick bay. Again, not great fun! Brawling and
fighting could result in an arrest by the shore pa-
trol, a trip in the paddy wagon, and time spent in
the brig. There could be loss of liberty, loss of
pay, or reduction in rank. He might have to ap-
pear at a Captain’s mast or even be court-
martialed. Not a good time!

These negative experiences will be down played
in this narrative. They were part of a learning ex-
perience for the young men allowing them to ma-
ture in a short time. A tour of military duty would
be an excellent part of the education for all young
men and in today’s world that includes women.
They would learn to accept responsibility for their
actions and not place the blame on others.

This book of memories is probably not what you
would expect. The author is a nonconformist.
